Government Order 

Break the Chain - In all Government / Semi- Government and Private Industrial  
Establishments of the State, Regarding making the use of masks mandatory and  

completing Covid Preventive Vaccination immediately. 

 Such as, implementation of Epidemic Act, 1857 and the Disaster Management Act, 2005 is being done in 
the State.  

 Such as, since the number of patients is reduced, the restrictive measures implemented during the lockdown 
which was imposed due to the outbreak of Covid-19 are being lifted slowly to accelerate the economic activities. 
Therefore, due to crowd management, maintaining physical distancing, and public laxity and carelessness in using 
masks, the state had to face a strong wave of COVID-19. 

 As such, in order to avoid the possibility of the wave of Covid-19 recurring,  following orders have been 
issued according to the powers given to the competent authorities, and the Chairman, State Administration 
Committee: 

 1) Officers/employees working in the State Ministries/Supporting Offices/Vidhan Bhawan and all 
Government/Semi-Government Offices and Private Establishments and all people visiting their offices for work, it is 
binding for their to use mask covering their nose and mouth completely.  

 2)  The concerned Chief Officers of State Ministry/Semi-Government Offices and Private Establishments 
should get it confirmed that their employees / officers,  have completed both doses of vaccination doses and they 
should collect their certificates of vaccination.  If such employees have any problem in getting vaccination, they 
should contact the nearby vaccination centre or Public Health Department and should arrange special vaccination 
camp,  so that vaccination of all officers and employees will be completed. 

 3) All types of office establishments should take care that use of mask is done properly and vaccination is 
completed, and should nominate an officer for supervision of this. 

 4) Since use of masks has been made mandatory for all the people in all the offices and in the office area 
along with the visitors, if anybody visitor /employee/officer  is found without mask, the concerned nominated officer 
(nominated by the Office Head) of the department /area where the concerned visitor/employee/officer is found 
without mask, is authorised to fine such a person.  
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 5) The Competent Authority will collect the fine from the visitor /employee/officer and give a receipt 
thereof.  The Competent Authority shall deposit the amount of this fine with the Revenue Officer of the concerned 
office. And the concerned Revenue Officer shall put the amount of penalty under the head as under:
