Break the Chain - In all Government / Semi- Government and Private Industrial
Establishments of the State, Regarding making the use of masks mandatory -
Regarding charging finc amount

Implementation of Epidemic Act, 1857 and the Disaster Management Act, 2005 is being done in the State.

Since the Government, semi-Government and Private Offices and Industrial cstablishments are working
100% now, it is necessary to implement the 5-way Preventive measures (Test-Track-Treat-Vaccination-Covid
appropriate behavior) for the safety of officers/employees, use of mask has been made mandatory.

As per reference No. 4 of Government Order, Point No. 5, if any visitor/employec/officer is found without
mask, in the office or office premises, it is mentioned that the person should be charged fine. It is decided that the
said amount of fine is Rs.200/- (Rupees Two hundred only). The Competent Authority shall deposit the amount of
this finc with the Revenue Officer of the concerned office. And the concerned Revenue Officer shall put the amount
of penalty under the head as under:
